Get ready to ‘Grip it and rip it’ with John Daly’s Prostroke Golf.

If you’ve just spent the weekend glued to the Ryder Cup, then you could probably do with a bit of action and this game will do the job nicely.
John Daly is one of golf’s most colourful characters and I’m not just talking about his dress sense.

The Lion’s powerful golf drives and sporting skills are legendary and he has hoards of fans across the world, which are just two of the reasons why O-Games  has chosen him to front up this great game.

Out on Xbox 360, PS3 and PC, there are high hopes that John Daly’s Prostroke Golf will really set itself apart from the competition and the massive marketing campaign which will accompany the launch will be very hard to avoid.
If you’re a golf and PS3 fan then your luck is really in as this is the first golf game to have been developed for the new Playstation Move motion controller from the ground up.

As any golfer knows, a good swing is the key to a great game and professionals spend most of their lives trying to get the perfect motion. Translating the swing onto a video game has been very tricky – until now.

 The Move, however, makes things so much easier for the player.

From booming drives off the tee to delicate approach chips, Move allows you to see actual golf swings translated directly into the game. 
If your swing pulls to the right, that’s what will happen in the game. If you don’t swing hard enough, you’ll drop short.
The level of accuracy you can achieve just wouldn’t have been possible without the swing information that can be pulled from the Move, according to the publishers.
It allows you to take direct control of the club and combining it with ProStroke View puts you right into the game.

View, by the way, has been around since the original ProStroke Golf: World Tour 2007, and gives you a first person perspective so you can change the position of your feet, open and close the club-face and line up a winning shot.

With the winning combination of Move and View, PS3 players can set up their stance, ball position and alignment, take practice shots then swing the motion accessory to make the in-game ball fly.

The technology takes your wrist rotation, club face angle, swing power and path into consideration to recreate a truly life-like experience.
With a 3+ rating, there are three skill levels to choose from – amateur, pro and tour pro, which also affects the quality of the player’s swing.

There are also a number of fully licensed golf courses to choose from, along with five different game modes.

Challenge Mode allows you to pitch yourself directly against a pro, including Big John himself, who also offers you expert tips and tutorials.
