With ten years under its belt, the Operation Flashpoint military shooter series, offers one of the most authentic war video game experiences on the market.

The latest offering Operation Flashpoint: Red River will be up for grabs in just three days time and promises a more fleshed out four player co-op experience. On top of that there is improved gunplay mechanics and new custom character options.

The Red River campaign is played out on a deadly new battlefield set in the remote yet beautiful country of Tajikistan along the Vakhsh River.

Taking a small step into the future, Red River depicts a fictional conflict which will unfold over three distinct acts in both single player and drop-in-drop-out co-operative play for up to four players online. 
Faced with new counter-insurgency combat and the returning threat of the Chinese PLA, you’ll feel the tension, brutality and carnage of modern conflict from the perspective of a marine fireTeam on deployment in a hostile country, thousands of miles from home.

This game is built around four player co-op online play following research carried out for the last offering Operation Flashpoint: Dragon Rising in 2009. 

According to Codemasters, this game takes you as close as possible to the experience of being a marine.

You take on the role of one of four individual classes within a FireTeam, which consists of a rifleman, scout, grenadier and an auto-rifleman.

Whether you choose to play solo or co-operatively, you can build up experience points to unlock new weapons, skills and modifications for your class.

You’ll be able to team up with your mates to play through additional co-operative game modes. Whether escorting a convoy to safety under heavy fire, or falling back from the enemy against almost insurmountable odds, each unique mode will test your tactics and teamwork in distinct ways. 

There’s a hardcore mode for those who want the ultimate challenge, accurately modelled bullet trajectories and realistic dialogue.

If you want to get a real taste for the game before Friday, Codemasters has released a new biography video. The ‘Kirby’ biography video focuses on Sergeant William Kirby and is cut with gameplay footage showing the Marines in action in Tajikistan. 

Kirby assesses the reality of war on the ground, as the insurgents become “desperate for blood” and the Chinese enter the conflict with all the makings of a “wild west showdown”.
It also shows Marines assaulting dug-in Chinese positions at close-quarters and the threat of PLA armour and air-support – a contrasting tactical challenge from insurgent guerrilla warfare. The video is now showing at www.facebook.com/flashpointredriver.
