Fans of PES just love the depth of gameplay, tactical elements and sheer pick-up-and-play appeal.
Word is that this latest offering from Konami has had the most radical revamp of the whole series.

PES 2011 concentrates on giving you more control over the action than ever before. At the heart of the game lies true multi-directional dribbling, which allows your players to run and turn in all 360-degrees with greater control over the ball.


The ‘engineered for freedom’ technology used in the game means that by combining a  mix of 360-degree passing and an individual power bar for each player on the pitch, you will have total control over where and how hard you place each pass, shot and throw.
Another welcome addition is the new tactical system which means you can make instant changes to your team with a drop and drag system which means you don’t have to plough through lots of menus.

If you’re playing on the Wii version you can opt to play using the Wii Remote and Nunchuck, with the former used to pick out passes or send players on runs, while the Nunchuck offers total control over the player with the ball. 
Alternatively, you can use the Wii’s Classic Controller to play in a more conventional style, with the left-hand stick offering full 360-degree movement, and the right stick allowing users to change cursors more efficiently. 
You can also play against rivals using different control methods now, regardless of whether they are online or offline. 
WFC Matches offer a default setting so you can play against players using the same control method, but there is an option to play against those using a different control method.

Other key new additions include the ability to tailor the runs players make in set piece situations. The Free Run Set Up allows you to assign several players to make runs before the kick is taken. 
The Free Run Set Up allows you to run your players into space to create goal-scoring opportunities easily when the kick is being taken, by moving players to bring opposition markers out of defence position.
To accentuate this new element, a new camera option is also available during corner kicks, allowing you to zoom in or change the camera angle, allowing the both teams to execute finer controls.

For the first time in the series you’ll be able to take the popular ‘Master League’ mode online. There you’ll be able to compete with other managers across the globe, bid against them for the world’s top football players to put together a world-class squad.
There are also new camera angles and an all-new commentary process which promises to provide a less repetitive overview of the action on the pitch.
With 1,000 new animations, you’ll be able to see players limbering up and subtle movements both on and off the pitch.  You will even be able to customize dribbling techniques and map them to the right stick for ease of use.

There’s a revamped throw-in system and ‘Become A Legend’ mode, as well as new top clubs, such as Bayern Munich, to play alongside the likes of Inter Milan, Real Madrid and Barcelona.
A playable demo is available for PlayStation®3 and Xbox 360 via PlayStation®Network and Xbox Live Arcade respectively, with a PC version available fromwww.konami-pes2011.com. The download will enable fans to play a single offline match with a choice of four clubs: either Barcelona and Bayern Munich or Copa Libertadores pair Chivas Guadalajara and Internacional.
