Long-time fans of iconic wall-crawler, Spider-Man, are in for a real treat with the release of Spider-Man: Shattered Dimensions today.

In the last 28 years Spidey has appeared in more than 25 games but Spider-Man: Shattered Dimensions marks a dramatic shift in the usual format. This time you’ll be able to play as four different versions of the web-slinger in four great universes.

The game takes place after the Tablet of Order and Chaos is shattered due to a fight between Spider-Man and villan Mysterio. Problems begin to occur throughout the different Marvel universes. The aim of the game is to capture the magical energy of the Tablet which has been spread across four parallel universes.
To do this you’ll have to battle favourite villains such as the lethal Kraven and a new Noir version of Hammerhead.

You’ll be able to take control of four different Spideys in each of the four universes, taken direct from graphic novels, within the game.

The Amazing Universe is based on the original comic and there’s the Amazing Spider-Man in his traditional red and blue suit with his main attacks based on web moves.

In contrast, Spider-Man Noir features a cunning and covert depiction of Spider-Man, who uses shadows to perform stealth takedowns in a 1930s-influenced, black-and-white world – Noir Universe. There’s lots of smokey alleys and darkness and, as you would imagine, stealth and silence are the keys to success here.

The 2099 Universe is based on the 1992 comic, Spider-Man 2009, and is filled with bright neon visuals, flying cars and robotically-suited enemies. Here, Spidey will have to rely on his acrobatic skills.

The final location is the Ultimate Universe, which was only revealed in July and takes its inspiration from the comic and 2005 game of the same name.

Familiar Spider-Man TV voice actors have all been included in the game: Patrick Harris voices Amazing Spider-Man; Christopher Daniel Barnes is Noir Spider-Man; Dan Gilvezan us Spider-Man 2099 and Josh Keating lends his talents to Ultimate Spider-Man.
Activision is hoping this fresh approach to the world of Spider-Man will delight dedicated followers of the wall-crawling hero and bring in a host of new young fans too.
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
