To celebrate the 10th anniversary of the family-friendly life sim, EA has just released The Sims 3 on Wii, 360, DS and PS3.

There’s already a huge fan base out there and this new game will appeal to both veterans of the game and newcomers alike.

This latest version is full of crazy opportunities, events and characters for you to explore.

Spooking neighbours with ghosts, becoming a crime-lord or inviting the whole town to a house party before trashing the place are just some of the antics you can indulge in.

With Karma Powers, players can help their Sim “get lucky,” bless them with “instant beauty” or be deviant and curse them with an “epic fail”.  As you play you unlock new Karma Powers. But you should use these powers wisely—they may have unexpected results and karma may come back to bite.


Every midnight your Sim is judged. If they have had a good day they receive more karma points but if they’ve been naughty they’ll receive negative points. 

Negative karma powers include summoning a poltergeist to scare Sims or casting an ‘epic fail’ on someone, which will cause them to be rejected by a love interest. 

You can create any Sim you can imagine and give them unique personalities! Make them evil, romantic, paranoid, kleptomaniacs or a mix of something completely different.
You also control your Sim’s destiny. You can make their wishes come – or letting their dreams die. Will your Sims be rock stars, world leaders or expert thieves? It’s up to you!

The Sims 3 on consoles is similar to the PC version – you can make your Sim dance, cook or build and more. There’s the ability to speed up time, you can pan out to see the entire town or zoom in to see scraps of food on a plate. 

The camera is accessible and the building mode is as deep and versatile as the PC version, you can build a five-storey home from scratch.

A key features on the Xbox 360 and PS3 versions is the chance to share your creations and download content from other players around the world without ever leaving the game. You can also face short and long term challenges and reap rewards and trophies then share achievements with your friends online by connecting with Facebook. 


On the Wii you can go head-to-head against friends! In the new Life Moments Game, play with up to three other players as you bet on life’s most important moments to earn points and garner rewards. There’s an all-new beach location with new residents, traits, careers, weather, Karma Powers, lifetime wishes and for the first time direct control of your Sim.

Meanwhile, DS players can create any Sim you can imagine and control their lives for the first time on the handheld console. Control multiple Sims within a household and enjoy life’s special moments as you interact with the world. For the first time ever on DS, you can build your Sims home with tools to draw walls and floors and customize with décor objects, textures, and more.
