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With three full games and more than 20 expansion packs, you would think The Sims might have covered all bases.

But you’d be wrong. For EA has now come up with The Sims Medieval, ditching the modern-day settings for princes, paupers and potions.

This new standalone series for the PC/Mac gives you the tools to create heroes, take them on quests, build up their kingdom and tell epic stories full of drama, romance, and comedy.

Set in the Middle Ages, you’ll find yourself faced with new ways to play with life like never before. As you build up your kingdom, you create Hero Sims in a range of professions including knight, bard, wizard, priest, blacksmith and spy. 

Playing each Hero Sim is different, as you control the Sim’s professional life as well as take on the varied adventures of the quests. Other new gameplay elements include diplomacy with neighboring territories, and, of course, medieval punishments.

Quests are the name of the game here. Each one presents a new situation and a fresh opportunity to pick which Hero Sims to control during that adventure. 

After choosing a quest, you will pick your approach for solving it and choose which Hero Sim will lead the quest. 

For example, in the quest The Witch is Back, you could choose to have your monarch marry the witch who is visiting the kingdom. If you want to kill the witch you would choose the wizard, spy or knight. And if you just want to debilitate the witch, you would choose to play a priest, physician or wizard. 
With dozens of quests and with multiple approaches for completing them, you’ll find new ways to tell your favourite medieval legends and make them their own.

Each completed task will win you skill points which you can use to upgrade your hero’s skills and attributes.

Everything in The Sims Medieval is crafted to create a medieval world, from the quest-based gameplay, to the medieval objects such as swords and stocks and thrones, right down to the warm look of the characters. 
Computers have been replaced with blacksmiths’ anvils, cookers with roasting spits and cooking pots hanging over the fires.

You can customize every new Hero Sim that comes to the kingdom, including selecting their traits and their fatal flaw. Your job is also to make sure your Sims carry out their daily responsibilities such as healing the sick, trading for exotic goods or forging armour.
You’ll also have the chance to build castles, churches, towers and workshops and the best bit of all is the chance to place your least favourites in the stocks.
The possibilities are endless in this game and it is bound to attract even more Sims addicts to the hugely-popular series.
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
