TRON: Evolution is one of the keys to unlocking the TRON mythology. The game's story takes place before the events of the new movie, "TRON: Legacy", and provides insight into the film's past. 

If you want the full effect you really should play the game first and then see the film – but don’t worry if you get it the other way around  as both film and game stands on its own.
You take on the role of a program developed by the original film’s protagonist Kevin Flynn. You will wonder the world using parkour techniques and fight enemies generated by a computer virus.

Combat involves free-running and martial arts – plus, of course, the series’ trusted Frisbee. You can also move seamlessly from offline to on-line, where you can take on up to nine other players.

In both modes, your character will develop to give you an even stronger presence in Tron’s world.
