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Get ready for a blood-curdling trip to Troy.

Taking inspiration from Homer’s The Illiad, Legends of Troy gives you the chance to step into the blood-stained sandals of eight legendary warriors from both sides of the wall, including Achilles – he of the heel fame – Agamemnon, Paris and Hector.

In the past, one very minor criticism of the Dynasty Warrior titles has been that the games are just all about hack and slash. This title, however, is part of a drive to appeal more to gamers in the West.

Defence strategies are very important and there are a vast array of combos, ranged attacks, finishing moves, blocks and parries to master.

In Warriors: Legends of Troy, two great armies clash not over home and country, but for the love of a single woman, Helen. The fates of these civilizations now stand upon the razor's edge.

In the age when Zeus Almighty ruled over immortals and men, what begins as a truce between two cities quickly erupts into a massive war that will shake the very foundations of Olympus.

You must choose your side, Trojan or Greek and then your weapons ranging from swords to throwing knives and javelins. If your opponent’s weapon looks more appealing, you can steal it and use it temporarily. 
Rather than simply slashing your way through your enemies, you will have to master moves which become crucial in boss encounters with the likes of the living Statue of Apollo and the Cyclops.

You can also choose your method of attack such as aggressive approaches or stealthy assaults.
As the kill count rises, a meter fills until it triggers Fury mode, which slows down time and makes attacks even more deadly.
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
