It’s the kind of town where you dig your own grave prior to being shot in the head and left for dead…and that’s before things really get ugly. 

Fallout: New Vegas will take you on a gambling trip down an alternative version of Las Vegas and follows the hugely-successful Fallout 3 which shipped a mammoth 4.7m in its first week worldwide.

Publisher Bethsheba Softworks is confident Fallout: New Vega will eclipse the previous game thanks to a host of new features and the Las Vegas setting.

New Vegas is a town of dreamers and desperados being torn apart by warring factions vying for complete control of this desert oasis. 

It’s a place where the right kind of person with the right kind of weaponry can really make a name for themselves, and make more than an enemy or two along the way.

You begin the game as a courier in the wastes of Nevada, who is attacked and left for dead. After narrowly escaping death, you will now have to make a name for yourself in New Vegas before discovering who has attempted to murder you.
As you battle your way across the heat-blasted Mojave Wasteland, the colossal Hoover Dam and the neon-drenched Vegas Strip, you’ll be introduced to a colorful cast of characters, power-hungry factions, special weapons, mutated creatures and much more.
New Vegas is a mix of desperados all trying to follow the American dream in their own factions. You’ll have to choose which side you’re on – whether it’s the New California Republic or the slave-driving Caesar’s Legion or you could choose to go it alone. This will affect how difficult quests become later in the game. 

There are also mutants to deal with such as giant scorpions and other ravaged beasts, all reeling from the effects of a nuclear blast made several centuries before the events in Fallout 3.

You’ll have an arsenal of shiny new guns – there’s double the amount available in Fallout 3. There’s also a new weapons configuration system that lets you tinker with your toys and see the modifications you make in real time.  

The popular V.A.T.S system returns, allowing you to pause combat and target specific body parts, then watch your gunfire rip through your opponents in slow motion. Gory!

You can also set yourself up as a stealthy sniper, a kung-fu warrior or a Rambo-style machine gunner.

The new ‘hardcore’ mode is a huge plus in this game. If you start a new game on this mode you will have to maintain your hydration levels with less contaminated water. Bullets and items will affect your weight, while being shot at will cause much more damage than usual.
There’s an all-star cast to add to the fun. Ron Perlman returns to voice the narrator; Matthew Perry plays Benny, a smooth-talking, two faced gangster; Wayne Newton takes on the role as “Mr New Vegas,” the radio DJ of the Mojave Wasteland, and Kris Kristofferson is Chief Hanlon, a grizzled solider at the end of his career.

New Vegas takes all the action, humor and post-apocalyptic grime and grit of this legendary series and raises the stakes. Peacemaker or Hard Case, House Rules, or the Wild Card - it’s all in how you play the game.
